If you enjoy our beautiful nature, why not try
canoeing, hiking, biking, fishing or a ride on a
railway trolley?

There are lots of lakes in the Municipalities of
Tranemo and Ulricehamn and many of them
offers good fishing. At Kroksjons fiskecamp,
south of Tranemo, you can catch game fish as
well as naturally-occurring species and here
you can also find cottages for rent.

The bicycle routs in Tranemo and Ulrice-
hamn are winding through picturesque cultural
countryside and pass along great and small
sights, lakes and places to stay overnight. To-

day you can go cycling on the railway embank-
ment from the north of Ulricehamn to the very
south of Tranemo.

You can hike almost anywhere in our Munici-
palities and here are many hiking treks of dif-
ferent length to choose between. Komosse,
right next to the border of Tranemo, Ulrice-
hamn and Jonkoping is one of the largest bogs
in southern Sweden and offers you a hiking
trek of five kilometer, all in a nature reserve.
